1. The Council of the London Borough of Richmond upon Thames propose to make the 
above Order under sections 6 and 124 of, and Part IV of Schedule 9 to, the Road 
Traffic Regulation Act 1984, as amended.  


 
2. The general effect of the Order will be to:- 


(a) introduce waiting restrictions “no waiting at any time” at the junction of Park Road 
with Avenue Gardens, Teddington; and 


(b) introduce waiting restrictions “no waiting between 7am and 7pm throughout the 
week” on both sides of Park Road between its junctions with Queens Road and 
Avenue Gardens / Chestnut Avenue, except for that section where the restrictions 
described in paragraph (a) will apply.  


 
3. The order will also correct an omission from an order made in 2008 (when double 


yellow lines were introduced at the junction of Clarence Road with Avenue Road) which 
failed to include the waiting restrictions (5 metres long) on both sides of the Avenue 
Road arm of that junction.  


 
4. Copies of the proposed Order, a plan showing the location and effect of the proposals 


and the Council’s Statement of Reasons for proposing to make the Order:-

The Council of the London Borough of Richmond upon Thames, having consulted the 
Commissioner of Police of the Metropolis, in exercise of the powers conferred by Sections 6 
and 124 of, and Part IV of Schedule 9 to, the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984(a), as 
amended, and all other enabling powers hereby make the following Order— 
 
1. This Order shall come into operation on *** and may be cited as the London Borough 


of Richmond upon Thames (Waiting and Loading Restriction) (Civil Enforcement Area) 
(Amendment No. **) Order 201*. 


 
2. (1) In this Order the expression “enactment” means any enactment whether public, 


general or local and includes any order, bye-law, rule, regulation, scheme or 
other instrument having effect by virtue of an enactment. 


 
(2) Any reference in this Order to any enactment shall be construed as a reference 


to that enactment as amended, applied, consolidated, re-enacted by or as having 
effect by virtue of any subsequent enactment. 


 
(3) The Interpretation Act 1978(b) shall apply for the interpretation of this Order as it 


applies for the interpretation of an Act of Parliament. 
 


3. Without prejudice to the validity of anything done or to any liability incurred in respect 
of any act or omission before the coming into operation of this Order, the London 
Borough of Richmond upon Thames (Waiting and Loading Restriction) (Civil 
Enforcement Area) (Consolidation No. 8) Order 2008(c), as amended, shall have 
effect as though  


 
(a) for the items in Schedule 1 to that Order numbered 37 and 519 there were 


substituted the similarly numbered items; and 
 
(b) there were added to that order the item numbered 38A  
 


all as set out in columns 1, 2 and 3 of the Schedule  to this Order.

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EXPLANATORY NOTE 
(This Note is not part of the Order but is intended to indicate its general purport.) 


 
This Order introduces: 
 
(a) waiting restrictions (“no waiting at any time”) at the junction of Park Road with Avenue 


Gardens, Teddington.  They will apply to both sides of Avenue Gardens and to the north 
side only of Park Road. 


 
(b) waiting restrictions “no waiting between 7am and 7pm on all days of the week” which will 


apply to both sides of Park Road to the west of Avenue Gardens (other than where the 
restrictions at (a) above apply) as far as its junction with Queens Road.  Because the 
yellow line will not be marked within the restricted area of the Zebra crossing near 
Queens Road, the restrictions will effectively terminate at the southern or south-eastern 
limit of the zig-zag markings of that pedestrian crossing.  


 
This order also introduces waiting restrictions (“no waiting at any time”) for a distance of 5 
metres at the north end of Avenue Road, Teddington at its junction with Clarence Road.  
Double yellow lines were marked at this junction at the time when the Teddington controlled 
parking zone was introduced in 2008, but it has been found that the traffic order made at that 
time omitted to include this particular length of restrictions.  The opportunity is now being 
taken to rectify that omission.

STATEMENT OF REASONS FOR PROPOSING TO MAKE THIS ORDER 
 
The section of Park Road Teddington which forms the between its junctions with Queens 
Road and Avenue Gardens forms a slow bend and within this link there is a Zebra crossing.  
The proposed waiting restrictions “no waiting between 7am and 7pm throughout the week” 
on both sides of Park Road (other than within the area of the zig-zag markings) is intended 
to remove parked vehicles from the bend and this ensure that vehicles are able to travel 
without having to cross the hatched road markings along the centre of the carriageway. 
 
The waiting restrictions “no waiting at any time” at the junction of Avenue Gardens and Park 
Road will prevent obstructive parking at this junction and ensure that sight lines and access 
are maintained at all times.  They will be similar to other restrictions at road junctions nearby 
and are being introduced on grounds of road safety. 
 
The waiting restrictions in Avenue Road at its junction with Clarence Road are similar to 
those proposed for Avenue Gardens.  It has been noticed that these restrictions were not 
included in an order made in 2008 at the time when the controlled parking zone was first 
introduced.  The yellow lines were, nevertheless, marked on site and this proposed order 
will remedy the inadvertent omission from the order of 2008.

PARK ROAD, TEDDINGTON

1.  The Council of the London Borough of Richmond upon Thames proposes to construct 
three speed cushions in a single line across in the following road - 


 
Park Road, Teddington, between its junctions with Queens Road and Chestnut 
Avenue (the northern entrance to Bushy Park). 


 
2.  The speed cushions will be approximately 30 metres from the junction with Chestnut 


Avenue and Avenue Gardens and outside No 131 Park Road.  They will replace similar 
traffic calming measures which were removed prior to the London Games 2012 when 
the road cycling races were held along this route.
