NETHERTON ROAD, ORCHARD ROAD AND ST MARGARET’'S ROAD, TWICKENHAM
(Reference 13/153)

1. The Council of the London Borough of Richmond upon Thames on the 13 March 2014 made the
above Orders under sections 6, 45, 46, 49, 51 and 124 of, and Part IV of Schedule 9 to, the Road
Traffic Regulation Act 1984, as amended.

2.  The general effect of the Parking Places Order is to:
(@) introduce a new parking scheme in Netherton Road, Orchard Road and part of St Margaret’s
Road, Twickenham;
(b) provide on-street parking bays in the above roads for resident permit holders only.

3. The general effect of the Parking Places Supplementary Provisions Permits Order is to set the
charges for parking permits as described in Schedule 1 to this Notice and to set the charges for
residents’ visitors’ parking permits as described in paragraph 8 of this Notice.

4.  The general effect of the Waiting and Loading Restriction Order is to introduce new parking
restrictions on;

(a) the north-west and south-east sides of Netherton Road: (“no waiting Mon-Fri 10am to
4.30pm”);

(b) the north-west and south-east sides of Orchard Road: (“no waiting Mon-Fri, 10am —
4.30pm”);

(c) the north-west and south-east sides of Orchard Road: at its south-western extremity: (“no
waiting at any time”);

(d) the west side of St Margaret’s Road (“no waiting at any time”).

NOTE: The Council has deferred a decision to implement a length of waiting restrictions “no
waiting at any time” at the south-western end of Netherton Road following consideration of
representations received from residents. The Council will review the position after the scheme has
been in operation for six months.

5. The hours of control of the parking scheme (the St Margarets North Community Parking Scheme)
will be Monday to Friday 10am to 4.30pm, that is, to exclude Saturdays, Sundays and Bank
Holidays.

6. Within the scheme, there will be designated Residents’ permit holder only parking places where
only vehicles which display a valid residents permit, a residents’ visitor permit, a multi-zone
business permit or an operational permit may park during the controlled hours.

7. The charges for resident and multi-zone business parking permits are given in Schedule 1 to this
Notice.

8. For a book of ten residents’ visitor permits, the charge will be £11.00, or £5.50 if purchased by a
person aged 60 years or over. Each permit will be valid between the hours of 8am and 2pm or
between 12.30pm and 6.30pm.

9.  Persons eligible to apply for residents’ permits and residents’ visitors’ permits are those residents
whose postal address is stated in Schedule 2 to this Notice.

Commencement and citation

1. This Order shall come into operation on 17 March 2014 and may be cited as the
London Borough of Richmond upon Thames (St Margarets North) (Parking Places)
Order 2014.

Revocation

Interpretation

3. (1) Inthis Order, except where the context otherwise requires, the following
expressions have the meanings hereby respectively assigned to them:

"business user' means a person who occupies premises the postal address of
which is in any street or part of a street described in Schedule 8 and who uses
such premises for non-residential purposes;

"civil enforcement officer" means a person appointed by or on behalf of the
Coungcil for the enforcement of road fraffic contraventions;

"Council" means the Council of the London Borough of Richmond upon Thames,

“card” means either a “credit card” or a “debit card” where:-
“credit card” and “debit card” have the same meanings as given by
Section 35A(6) of the Act of 1984 and an “approved card” and shall be one
which is listed on the Council's web site as a card approved for the

"goods" means goods of any kind whether animate or inanimate and includes
postal packets of any description; and "delivering" and "collecting" in relation to
any goods includes checking the goods for the purpose of their delivery or
collection;

"goods carrying vehicle" means a motor vehicle which is constructed or adapted
for use for the carriage of goods or burden of any description, and not drawing a
trailer;

"motor cycle" and "invalid carriage” have the same meanings respectively as in
Section 136 of the Act of 1984;

“on-street charges order” means the London Borough of Richmond upon

"parking place” means any area on a highway designated as a parking place by
this Order;

"parking space" means a space in a parking place referred to in Schedule 5,
Schedule 6 or Schedule 7 which is provided for the leaving of vehicles;

“passenger vehicle" means a motor vehicle (other than a motor cycle or invalid
carriage) constructed or adapted solely for the carriage of not mare than twelve
passengers (exclusive of the driver) and their effects and not drawing a trailer:

. "penalty charge" means the charge set by the Council under the provisions of the
Road Traffic Act 1991(b) or the Traffic Management Act 2004(c) and following
approvatl of the Secretary of State or the Mayor of London, as the case may be,
which is to be paid to the Council following the issue of a penalty charge notice
and within 28 days of the issue of that notice:

“protective cover" means the protective cover issued by the Council under the
provisions of Articles 5(3)(b) or 8(5)(b) of the permits order;

"“reduced penalty charge" means the charge set by the Council under the
provisions of the Road Traffic Act 1991 or the Traffic Management Act 2004 and
following approval of the Secretary of State or the Mayor of London, as the case
may be, which is to be paid following the issue of a penalty charge notice within
14 or 21 days of the issue of that notice;

"resident” means a person whose usual place of abode is at premises the postal
address of which is in any street or part of a street described in Schedule 8;

"Schedule", subject to the provisions of paragraph (4) of this Article, means a
Schedule to this Order;

"ticket" means a ticket issued by a ticket parking meter relating to a parking
place referred to in Schedule 1, Schedule 2, Schedule 3 or Schedule 4;

"ticket parking meter" means an apparatus designed to indicate the time and to
issue tickets indicating the payment of the parking charge referred to in Article 10
of this Order and the period in respect of which the charge has been paid.

(2) Any reference in this Order to any enactment shall be construed as a reference
to that enactment as amended, applied, consolidated, re-enacted by or as having
effect by virtue of any subsequent enactment.

(3) For the purposes of this Order a vehicle shall be regarded as displaying a
disabled person's badge in the relevant position when it is so regarded for the
purposes of Regulation 4 of the Local Authorities' Traffic Orders (Exemptions for
Disabled Persons) (England) Regulations 2000(b).

(4}  In this Order any reference to a Schedule to this Order whose number is
specified in column 2 of an item in the following table shall be taken, where the
context so requires, as a reference to all or any of the subsidiary schedules
specified in column 3 of that item. '

Each area on a highway comprising the length of carriageway of a street specified in
column 2 of Schedule 1, Schedule 2, Schedule 3, Schedule 4, Schedule 5, Schedule 6
and Schedule 7 unless otherwise so specified, bounded on one side of that length by
the edge of the carriageway and having a width throughout of between 1.8 metres and
2 metres is designated as a parking place.

Number and situation of parking bays and parking spaces

specified in relation thereto in column 3 of that Schedule and the number of parking

parking meter on payment of the parking charge in accordance with the
provisions of the last foregoing sub-paragraph.

The ticket referred to in the last preceding paragraph shall be displayed on the
inside of the vehicle in respect of which it was issued at all times during which the
vehicle is left during the permitted hours in the parking place on the front or near-
side of the vehicle so that all the particulars on that side of the ticket which bears
the indication that a charge has been paid are readily visible from the front or
near-side of the vehicle. : :

The provisions of the London Borough of Richmond upon Thames (On-Street
Parking Places) (Parking Charges) Order 2011(a) as amended, shall apply.

Contraventions in parking places

12. If a vehicle is left in a parking place in Schedule 1, Schedule 2, Schedule 3, Schedule 4
Schedule 5, Schedule 6 or Schedule 7 during the permitted hours without complying
with the requirements of this Order, a contravention shall have occurred and a penalty
charge shall be payable. A penalty charge notice may then be issued by a civil
enforcement officer or served by the Council.

Manner of payment of the penalty charge

13.  The penalty charge shall be paid to the Council by cash, cheque, postal order or other
accepted means which shall be delivered or sent by post to the Council's Payment
Office or to the Council's agents at the address or addresses indicated on the penalty

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charge notice and in accordance with instructions on that notice, to arrive no later than
5pm, or be paid by a credit card or debit card by telephone by 5pm:-

(a) on the fourteenth day in the case of a reduced penalty charge where the notice
was issued under Regulation 9 of the Civil Enforcement of Parking
Contraventions (England) General Regulations 2007(a) [S.|. 2007 No. 3483 ]
beginning on the date the notice was served; or

(b) on the twenty-first day in the case of a reduced penalty charge where the notice
was issued under Regulation 10 of those Regulations beginning on the date the
notice was served; or

{(c) on the twenty-eighth day in the case of a penalty charge, beginning on the date
the notice was served:

Provided that, if {he said fourteenth, twenty-first or twenty-eighth day falls upon
a day on which the said Department or agents' offices are closed, the period
within which payment of the said charge shall be made to the Council or
Council's agents shall be extended until 5pm on the next full day on which the
said Depariment or agents are open.

Alteration of position of a vehicle in a parking place

14.  Where any vehicle is standing in a parking place in contravention of the provisions of
Article 17(4) or of the provisions of Article 23 of this Order, a civil enforcement officer
may alter or cause to be altered the position of the vehicle in order that its position shall
comply with those provisions.

Removal of a vehicle from a parking place

15.  Where a civil enforcement officer is of the opinion that any of the provisions contained
in Article 8, Article 11, Article 21, Article 22 or Article 26(3) of this Order have been
contravened or not complied with in respect of a vehicle left in a parking place he may
remove or cause to be removed the vehicle from the parking place and, where it is so
removed, shall provide for the safe custody of the vehicle.

Movement of a vehicle in a parking place in an emergency

16. A police officer in uniform, a traffic warden or a civil enforcement officer may move or
cause to be moved, in case of emergency, to any place he thinks fit any vehicle left in
a parking place.

Exemptions from charges
17. (1) [Not used — no meter parking].

(2) In the case of a parking place referred to in Schedule 1, Schedule 2, Schedule
3, or Schedule 4 if on the leaving of a vehicle during the permitted hours in a
parking bay [...] there is over or on every ticket parking meter relating to that
parking place an indication [...] that the meter is out of order or a notice placed
by any person duly authorised by the Council indicating that the [...] ticket
parking meter refating to that bay is out of order, that vehicle shall be exempt
from paying the parking charge and shall be deemed to have incurred and paid
at the time when the vehicle was left in the parking bay the parking charge for the
maximum period of stay in that parking bay and the vehicle shall be removed
before the expiration of that period, and al the provisions of this Order shall apply
accordingly.

A vehicle that displays in the relevant position a valid residents' permit issued by
the Council in respect of that vehicle or a valid residents' visitors permit issued by
the Council may be left in a parking bay or parking space in a parking place
referred to in Schedule 5 during the permitted hours provided that the use of that
part of the parking place in which the vehicle is left has not been suspended.

A vehicle that displays in the relevant position a valid business permit issued by
the Council in respect of that vehicle may be left in a parking space in a parking
place referred to in Schedule 7 during the permitted hours provided that the use
of that part of the parking place in which the vehicle is left has not been
suspended;

No parking charge shall be incurred or payable in respect of any vehicle left in a
parking bay or in a parking space in accordance with the foregoing provisions of
this paragraph and the foregoing provisions of this Order shali apply accordingly.

This Order infroduces a new parking scheme in St Margarets North. The St Margarets
North zone is given the designator letters “S2”.

This Order reflects the proposals as a result of consideration by the Council in
consultation with residents.

STATEMENT OF REASONS

The area of St Margarets (north of the A316) is situated outside an existing community
parking zone — the St Margarets South CPZ, and is a popular area for commuters and
others to park without restriction. Having consulted with residents, the Council is satisfied
that the introduction of parking controls in Netherton Road and Orchard Road will serve to
eliminate such unrestricted parking on weekdays in these streets and will benefit the
residents within this local area. The small section of St Margarets Road is included given
its geographical location to the two above-mentioned streets.

The Council of the London Borough of Richmond upon Thames, having consuited the
Commissioner of Police of the Metropolis, in exercise of the powers conferred by Sections 6
and 124 of, and Part IV of Schedule 9 to, the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984(a), as
amended, and all other enabling powers hereby make the following Order—

1. This Order shall come into operation on 17 March 2014 and may be cited as the
London Borough of Richmond upon Thames (Waiting and Loading) (Civil Enforcement
Area) (Amendment No. 99) Order 2014.

2. (1) In this Order the expression “enactment” means any enactment whether public,
general or local and includes any order, bye-law, rule, regulation, scheme or
other instrument having effect by virtue of an enactment.

(2)  Any reference in this Order to any enactment shall be construed as a reference to
that enactment as amended, applied, consolidated, re-enacted by or as having
effect by virtue of any subsequent enactment.

(3) The Interpretation Act 1978(b) shall apply for the interpretation of this Order as it
applies for the interpretation of an Act of Parliament.

2. Without prejudice to the validity of anything done or to any liability incurred in respect
of any act or omission before the coming into operation of this Order, the London
Borough of Richmond upon Thames (Waiting and Loading Restriction) (Civil
Enforcement Area) (Consolidation No. 8) Order 2008(c), as amended, shall have
effect as though:-

(@) for the items numbered 477 and 613 in Schedule 1 to that Order there were
substituted the items similarly numbered and set out in columns 1, 2 and 3
of Schedule 1 to this Order, and

(b) there were added to the items in Schedule 1 to that Order the item
numbered 502B and set out in columns 1, 2 and 3 of Schedule 2 to this
QOrder.

(c) the inclusion in Schedule 1 to that Order of the item detailed in Schedule 3
to this Order were deferred pending a review of the operation of the scheme.

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EXPLANATORY NOTE
(This Note is not part of the Order but is intended to indicate its general purport.)

This Order introduces waiting restrictions (*no waiting at any time”) in lengths of Orchard
Road and St Margarets Road and waiting restrictions on Mondays to Fridays, 10am to
4.30pm in Netherton Road, Orchard Road and St Margarets Road.

STATEMENT OF REASONS

As a resulf of a consultation with local residents and various local bodies and in connection
with the new St Margarets North parking scheme:-

(a) in Orchard Road, the Council of the London Borough of Richmond upon
Thames, are introducing ‘at any time' waiting restrictions in the turning
head;

(b) in Netherton Road, Orchard Road and St Margarets Road, the Council of
the London Borough of Richmond upon Thames, are introducing waiting
restrictions on Mondays to Fridays, 10am to 4.30pm in conjunction with
the newly St Margarets North parking scheme;

(c) in Netherton Road, the Council has deferred a decision to introduce “at
any time” waiting restrictions at the south-western end turning-head
pending a review of the parking scheme after it has been operational for 6
months.

The restrictions are being introduced as part of a new parking scheme in the Orchard Road
and Netherton Road area of St Margarets.
