1. NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that, on 10 April 2014, the Assistant Director, Traffic 
and Transport of the London Borough of Richmond upon Thames, in exercise of 
the powers conferred by Section 10 (2) of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984, as 
amended, modified the Order (“the experimental Order”) named above. 


 
2. This modification is required to create a drop-off point outside Whitton Station.  


The effect of the Order will be to reduce the length of the limited time free parking 
place in the vicinity of Whitton Railway Station by 10 metres so that it runs on the 
eastern side , from a point 2.94 metres north of the common boundary of Nos. 115 
and 117 High Street, Whitton southwards to a point 5 metres north of the common 
boundary of No. 123 High Street and Whitton Railway Station.  The length of 
parking place will be replaced by a double yellow line for which there is an existing 
Order. 


 
3. This modification will come into effect on 21 April 2014.
